Immaculata Retreat House is on the left, 
before reaching downtown Willimantic.  

 

From Southern, Central, Western 

Connecticut 
From I-84 or I-91 in Hartford  

Take I 84 East to I 384 East to 6  East 
To 32 South into Willimantic. 

Follow Route 32 South through 
downtown Willimantic, Immaculata is on 

the right.  
 

From Worcester and Boston, MA 
Take I-395 South to Route 6 West 
Once in Willimantic take 32 South 

through downtown Willimantic, 
Immaculata is on the right. 

 

From Northern Rhode Island 
Take US 95 to Exit 22 in Providence 
Which is 6 West towards Hartford. 

Route 6 becomes 66 into Willimantic.  
Take left onto Frog Bridge; 

Then left onto 32 South, which is  
Windham Road. Immaculata is on the right.
